Albemarle Sheriff Chip Harding is extending an invitation to any media that would like to attend or do a story on the Search and Rescue field exercise at the Kluge Estate and Walnut Creek Park on Saturday morning May 2nd. 

We will be starting at 7:30 am and going until mid-afternoon. You are welcome anytime. You can photograph searchers, command vehicles, take a look at the mapping software and be given an over view of what a search entails –whatever meets your reporting needs! 

The command site will be across the street from 3830 Blenheim Road (if you want Google directions or GPS) or you can go another way that is reportedly faster: 

20 South make left on 727 near Carter’s Bridge go 4.7 miles taking a right onto Blenheim Road go ¼ mile entrance on left. (Look for S@R Signs)

This is the same group that contributed over 700 hours last October in the successful search for Earl Funk’s body near Free Union. They located a woman lost at night in Walnut Park a few months later and have assisted on a number of Project Lifesaver call outs locating missing individuals with neurological disorders such as autism and Alzheimer’s.
